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INJURY IN THE CLASSROOM
When an injury occurs to a student or visitor (non employees) follow these steps:

1. If the injury is serious, seek medical assistance immediately by calling 9-911 to get an ambulance en route.  Automated External Defibrillator (AED) machines are available in Jordan and Myers Hall 8:00am to 4:00pm Monday through Friday, if the person is unconscious call 856-1785 for AED assistance.   Next call Fred Drescher at 856-0261 or Jessica Hooten at 855-6284.  Important: The AED machines located outside JH A003 and Myers Hall 150 should only be used by trained personnel.    
2.  Report the injury (no matter how small) to Fred or Jessica in JH 138, immediately. If the injury occurs after the Biology offices close for the evening or on the weekend, seek medical assistance immediately by calling 9-911 to get an ambulance en route.  Report the injury to Fred in JH 138 ASAP the next work day.
3. If the injury does not require immediate attention, send the student to Jordan Hall 138 to speak with Fred. If Fred is unavailable, the office personnel will contact someone for you. At that time an injury report will be completed and submitted. Regardless of the seriousness of the injury, the injured student will be advised to seek medical attention at the STUDENT HEALTH CENTER located at the corner of Tenth and Jordan (across from the Main Library).  During the fall and spring semesters, and summer sessions the Health Center is open 8:00a.m. to 4:30p.m. Monday through Friday.  If the injured student elects to disregard this advice, the injury report will then be filed to that effect.  
If the accident involves exposure to human tissue, blood, or fluids, the student is required to take one hard copy of the injury report to the  STUDENT HEALTH CENTER  within 24 hours of exposure.  If the STUDENT HEALTH CENTER is closed, the student is required to report to the BLOOMINGTON HOSPITAL EMERGENCY ROOM within 24 hours of exposure.  If a sample of the source of contamination can be obtained, it can be taken to the STUDENT HEALTH CENTER/ BLOOMINGTON HOSPITAL CENTER FOR OCCUPATIONAL HEALTH along with the exposed student, for testing.
The decision to seek medical attention is always left to the individual if they are capable of making that decision.  However, if the situation warrants it (e.g. the student is unconscious or has a head injury, etc.), the instructor should immediately call 9-911 to get an ambulance en route.  The Emergency Medical Technicians who respond to the call will administer treatment and determine if the patient should be transported to the Hospital.     Important:  The University does not carry medical premises coverage.  It does provide liability coverage should the University do something wrong.  However in most instances, medical costs incurred by a student, visitor or volunteer are covered by the student’s private insurance carrier not the University.  
4.  All injuries must be reported to Fred in JH 138 and any relevant documentation from the medical facility, physician, pharmacy, etc. providing treatment should be submitted to Fred ASAP the next work day.
